See the Other Side of Oregon’s
Natural Beauty

Join us for a five-day, four-night tour of
Central and Southern Oregon, highlighting
some of the natural beauty that draws
visitors from all over the world.

Sunday, August 7" We’ll depart the
Oregon Garden Resort and head east into
the Cascade Mountain range experiencing
a varied elevation change that will offer a
variety of ecosystems. Our first stop will
be lunch in the historic town of Sisters,
situated at the entrance to Central Oregon.
From there we have a short hop to Bend,
arriving in the afternoon. After checking
into our hotel, visitors can stroll the
historic downtown, just steps away, and
Drake Park and the Deschutes River lie just
beyond. There are also plenty of large
"yellow belly" Ponderosa Pine to admire.
Optional activities include visiting the
Deschutes Brewing Company for a tour.
We will reconvene in the evening for
dinner and to hear a presentation on the
conifer ecosystems of Oregon.

Monday, August 8™ After breakfast, we
will board our coaches for a high lakes
tour around Mt. Bachelor. This drive is
considered one of the most scenic road
trips in Oregon. We will see White,
Ponderosa and Lodgepole Pines in their
native range. By late morning we will
arrive at the High Desert Museum,
located just south of Bend. Our group will
have a full afternoon, lunch included, to
learn about the high desert ecosystem and
the plants and animals that reside there.
There will be a birds of prey program, the
otter event, and a historic tour of the
settlement of the Oregon Territory. During

our short return trip to Bend, many peaks
will be within view: The Three Sisters, Mt.
Bachelor, Mt. Jefferson and Three Finger
Jack.

Tuesday, August 9" We have a two hour
drive to Oregon’s only national park,
Crater Lake, and will stop along the way
to visit a record Ponderosa Pine located
right off our route...no hiking required.
Upon arriving at the lake, we will enjoy
lunch as we take in the view of Crater Lake
from the rim. Traveling further south, we
arrive in Grants Pass in the late afternoon.
After checking into the Riverside Inn,
with all rooms facing the Rogue River, we
will refresh then head to dinner. We’ll dine
at Morrison’s Rogue River Lodge,
(www.morrisonslodge.com) located in a
rural area of the Rogue River and locally
renowned for its cuisine. Eagles are often
seen from the lawn area where we will be
dining.

Wednesday, August 10" The morning
begins with a leisurely buffet breakfast at
our hotel. Mid morning we will experience
the Rogue River up and close via a
Hellgate Tour Company jet boat tour *.
Our three-hour tour will take us to places
inaccessible by car to view beautiful rock
outcrops and rushing water, while the boat
pilot provides narration about the local
flora, fauna and scenic wonders of the
river. A delicious family style chicken
lunch awaits us at the OK Corral Lodge.
After returning from this exciting and
scenic boat experience, we will head north
for a short drive to Roseburg.

Once we arrive in Roseburg we’1l refresh
at the Windmill Inn and then visit the
garden of ACS members Jack & Sharon
Ayers. We’ll bask in an impressive and

very carefully tended collection of conifers
and companion plants. Dinner on the
Riverview Deck at Julianna Vineyards
(www. juliannavineyards.com), located
along the Umpqua River, will have us all
wanting to stay throughout the warm
August night.....but we will return to our
hotel for a good night’s rest.

Thursday, August 11" begins with a
hearty breakfast at a restaurant located
adjacent to our hotel, followed by a visit to
Stonehedge, the garden of Ken and Elena
Jordan. Another spectacular conifer
collection awaits, most planted on a steep
hillside terraced with rock walls. We’ll
enjoy lunch in this garden before departing
Roseburg and heading north arriving at the
Embassy Suites Hotel ** Portland Airport
in time for dinner on your own.
